Gail Kretchmer spoke about groundwater quality and quantity.  George Bartels asked that the board approve the resolution related to wolf population.  Kristy Greening spoke on water issue statewide. 

The county board chairmen noted that the Governor has proclaimed July 30, 2013 Wood County Public Health Day and August as Child Support Awareness Month.
