A public hearing was held at 9 a.m. regarding the proposed Shoreland Zoning Ordinance #704.

The minutes from the hearing are attached.
CEED Committee Meeting
1. Call CEED Committee Meeting to Order.  Chairperson Hilde Henkel called the CEED Committee meeting to order at 9:37 a.m.  

2. Public Comment.   There was no public comment.
3. Review Correspondence.  Gary Popelka provided the Committee with the NCWRPC minutes and budget.  No additional comments.
4. Consent Agenda.   
The Consent Agenda included the following items:  a) minutes of the November 7, 2012 CEED meeting; b) bills from UW Extension, Land Conservation, and Planning & Zoning; and c) staff activity reports.    
Motion by Ruth Moody to approve and accept the consent agenda items including the minutes of the November 7, 2012; bills from UW Extension, Land Conservation, and Planning & Zoning; and staff activity reports as presented.  Second by Robert Ashbeck.  Motion carried unanimously.

5. Planning & Zoning.
A.  Consider resolution to rescind and recreate the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.

Motion by William Winch to forward a resolution to the County Board which will rescind the previous ordinance and recreate Shoreland Zoning Ordinance #704 as presented with changes recommended by staff outlined in the December 5, 2012 memorandum from Gary Popelka and to consider all other changes that will be a result of NR 115 when finalized by DNR as the changes arise.  Second by Ruth Moody.  Motion carried unanimously.

B. Inspection Warrant Update.  Jeff Brewbaker and Scott Kramar updated the Committee on a contentious issue where it is suspected that a resident is discharging sewer waste to the surface and it is draining onto the neighbor’s property.  Staff members had been following up on non-compliance of pumping a holding tank as required by County ordinance.  Staff members have been trying to assess the situation at the property site and have met with resistance and combative behavior and had been unable to resolve the compliance.  Recently, staff members, accompanied by Sheriff’s deputies and a third party, the Waste Water Inspector from the Department of Safety and Professional Services, went to the property and went in to do their job as prescribed by the County without incident and hope to resolve this issue soon.  The property owner asked that charges be brought against the County for entering his property and disturbing the soil when they did their inspection without his permission.  Chair Henkel thanked Jeff and Scott for doing their job and keeping the Committee posted of the situation as they often receive phone calls about compliance issues.
C. Resolution to Amend CDBG 2012 Budget.   Gary Popelka presented a resolution to amend the 2012 Community Development Block Grant budget for revenues and expenditures not anticipated for 2012.
A grant of $180,000 for the CDBG was received from State aid in 2012 and expenditures of the same amount were expended as part of the housing program.  This expenditure completes the allocation of the original $487,000 State grant that was received for the Wood County housing loan program.  As payments of the loans are returned to the County, new housing rehabilitation loans can be made.
Motion by Ruth Moody to recommend approval of a resolution which amends the budget for the Community Development Block Grant and to forward the resolution to the County Board for approval. Second by William Winch.  Motion carried unanimously.

8.   UW Extension.
A.  WACEC NC Region Annual Meeting.  The WACEC Annual Meeting will be held this year at Keshena.  Thus far, no committee member has committed to attending the meeting.  Please contact Peter Manley.  The registration deadline is January 11, 2013.

William Winch asked if the planning committees for government agencies and organizations could suggest that conferences and regional meetings be held at facilities that support the tax base.  Robert Ashbeck will be meeting with the planning committee in the next few days and will bring that to the attention of organizers.
B. Drinking Water Program Update.   Peter Manley reported on the Saratoga Drinking Water Testing Program.  Seventy-five residents participated.  About one-half of the residents requested the minimal testing package and about one-half of the residents requested the complete set.  Peter reported that he had received the results summary and that there were no excessive nitrates in any of the samples.  There were two that had bacteria problems.  This was surprising considering the number of shallow wells in that area.

William Winch expressed concern that testing is done on shallow wells which do not meet legal requirements.  Peter Manley reported the cost is the homeowner’s responsibility but the wells can still be tested.
C.  4-H Liaison Update.   Peter Manley informed the committee that he had inadvertently stated at the November 7, 2012 meeting that there would be a cost savings to the County for the 4-H Liaison position which was being used to cover part of Chris Viau’s responsibilities when he begins his position with the State.  The County will continue to pay Chris its usual percentage.  The “backfill” position will be paid in full by the State of Wisconsin.  There would be no extra cost to the County for this arrangement.  Peter mailed a letter to the Committee members to explain this immediately after he realized the error.
D.  Family Living Position Update.   Peter Manley reported that the preliminary screening for the applicants for the Family Living Educator position would begin on January 7, 2013.    Interviews at the State level would be on January 11, 2013.  County interviews would be scheduled for January 21, 2013.  Peter asked the Committee members to put this date on their calendar.  Chair Henkel stated that this would be a special meeting for the CEED Committee if they could attend.  The CEED Committee would also be meeting on January 9 for the regular meeting.

E.  4-H Report.  Chris Viau gave a brief overview of how 4-H applies research in developing programs for youth while also trying to make programs fun for both the youth and adult volunteers.  The first step is to identify a need; look at trends in 4-H through research and literature review; decide if partner support or network development is required; choose a topic and develop a program; implement a program and conduct an evaluation. Chris provided an example by talking about Leadership Camp and how this impacts the youth.  They target life skills and address five or six skills to concentrate on at a particular event.  Such things as leadership skills, teamwork, self-motivation, critical thinking, and problem solving are demonstrated and activities are provided at a leadership camp.  The camp provides an experiential learning model where youth “Do, Apply, Reflect” =  training skills are taught, enhanced, and practiced.   A theme for each camp is chosen such as, the Nature of Leadership, the Action of Leadership, the Energy of Leadership, and the Science of Leadership.  The youth engage in activities which are designed for the particular theme. They consider communication skills, team work, understanding me, understanding others, attention to detail, problem solving and decision making.   Results are evaluated and the youth rate themselves on their perception of how they changed throughout the camp experience.  The youth also look forward to networking with other county’s youth that they meet through this experience.
9. Land Conservation.
A.  Golden Sands Resource Conservation & Development Council Update.   Bill Clendenning was planning to attend the meeting to provide an update but had a conflict with another meeting.  He and Jennifer Glad from the R C & D  Council will attend the CEED Committee meeting next month.

B.  Approve 2012 Wildlife Damage & Claims Program Crop Prices.  Tracy Arnold provided a list showing the 2012 Statewide and Local Crop Prices from the Wildlife Damage Abatement and Claims Program.  She collects crop prices throughout the year and calculates a yearly average. The calculated crop prices for abatement are field corn $7.19 per bushel; soybeans $14.68 per bushel; oats $3.55 per bushel; other hay $92.92 per ton; and alfalfa $139.17 per ton.
Motion by Kenneth Curry to approve the 2012 Wildlife Damage & Claims Program Crop Prices as presented.  Second by Dale Gehrke.  Motion carried unanimously.

C. Approve Low Bid for Kirk Schooley’s Streambank Rip-rap Project.  Shane Wucherpfenning presented a bid summary for the Kirk Schooley streambank rip-rap project.  This project involves dealing with erosion along a stream bank.   Two bids were received:  Becker Trucking, Sherry, $13,325.30; and Advance Concrete & Excavating, Spencer, $15,560.75.  In keeping with the practice of Wood County, the lowest bid is chosen as a basis for cost sharing.  
Motion by Kenneth Curry to accept the bid of $13,325.30 from Becker Trucking for the Kirk Schooley Streambank Rip-Rap project as the basis for cost sharing.  Second by Robert Ashbeck.  Motion carried unanimously.

10.   Schedule Next Regular Meeting.
The next regular meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, January 9, 2013 at 9 a.m.  PLEASE NOTE:  This is the second Wednesday of the month rather than the first Wednesday for this meeting.
