The Wood County Board of Supervisors composed of nineteen members convened at the Wood County Boardroom in Wisconsin Rapids, Wisconsin on May 16, 2017.

Chairman Pliml called the meeting to order at 9:37 a.m.

Supervisor Henkel gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion by Hamilton/Fischer to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Public comments:  Supervisor LaFontaine thanked everyone on behalf of the American Legion for their participation in Youth Government Day.  The third graders from Washington Elementary School in Marshfield had a productive field trip and had good things to say about the activities in which they participated.

RESOLUTION 17-5-1
Introduced by:  Executive Committee 

INTENT & SYNOPSIS:  To authorize the entry into an annual lease with Muppet Properties, LLC, for their parking lot.

FISCAL NOTE:  Rent of $2,300 per year plus costs for plowing the parking lot.
Motion by Rozar/Breu to adopt Resolution 17-5-1.  Motion carried unanimously.

SPECIAL ORDER OF BUSINESS
PACE (Property Assessed Clean Energy)

John Hockhammer (Wisconsin Counties Association) and Jason Stringer (Wisconsin Energy Conservation Corporation) presented information to the Board about Property Assessed Clean Energy. Prior to talking about PACE, Mr. Hockhammer talked about the benefits of becoming a Green Tier Legacy Community(GTLC) of which Wisconsin Rapids has recently become a member. There is minimal burden to county staff as there is only one yearly report to submit, this program is a true economic tool and we would have a single point of contact with the DNR.
Mr. Hockhammer then initiated a presentation on the PACE program.  This program has been researched and endorsed by the Wisconsin Counties Association and there are currently 14 counties that have joined.  Mr. Stringer explained that this program assists local business with financing for long term loans as an investment to improving their property. Any commercial building owner or lessee that utilizes energy in any way would be eligible for financing for energy efficiency, renewable energy, and water efficiency upgrades.   This will stimulate local job creation and economic development. The terms for these loans are favorable as it can be spread out over the life of the improved equipment, much longer than a conventional loan.  WECC is the administrator of the PACE program and as such, impact to county personnel is small.  PACEWI.org can be utilized as a resource for more information. 

ORDINANCE 17-5-2

Introduced by:  Conservation, Education & Economic Development Committee 

INTENT & SYNOPSIS:  Adopt a PACE (Property Assessed Clean Energy) Ordinance, approve a Joint Powers Agreement, and approve the appointment of a commission member making Wood County commercial property owners, lessees, and lenders eligible for PACE financing of energy or water efficiency improvements or renewable resource projects.

FISCAL NOTE:  None  
Motion by Zurfluh/Clendenning to adopt Ordinance 17-5-2.  Motion by Henkel/Curry to amend the ordinance to strike a portion of the last line in Section 14(a), page 8, that being: “in substantially the form, and substantively to the effect, set forth in EXHIBIT A to this Agreement.” The motion to amend carried unanimously by voice vote.  Motion to adopt Ordinance 17-5-2 as amended carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION 17-5-3
Introduced by:  Judicial & Legislative Committee 

INTENT & SYNOPSIS:  To add to County Board Rule 43 language that directs what is to happen with the funds obtained from the sale of county-owned personal property.

FISCAL NOTE:  none
Motion by Clendenning/Hamilton to adopt Resolution 17-5-3.  Motion carried unanimously.  
RESOLUTION 17-5-4
Introduced by:  Judicial & Legislative Committee
INTENT & SYNOPSIS:  To encourage the state legislature to support legislation leading to sound groundwater management plans for all areas of the state but in particular those areas, including the Central Sands region, that are currently experiencing quantity and quality issues from increased groundwater withdrawals.

FISCAL NOTE:  Nothing direct or immediate but the long-term savings to Wood County and its residents by protecting the critical resource of groundwater is immeasureable.
Motion by Zurfluh/Clendenning to adopt Resolution 17-5-4. Discussion as to the difference between this resolution and similar resolutions previously adopted.  Motion to adopt Resolution 17-5-4 carried.  Voting no were Fischer, Ashbeck, Kremer.

RESOLUTION 17-5-5
Introduced by:  Highway, Infrastructure & Recreation Committee

INTENT & SYNOPSIS:  To become eligible for State of Wisconsin Outdoor Recreation Grant Programs funding.

FISCAL NOTE:  $3,215,000.00 for grant eligible portions of the Powers Bluff multi-use shelter building, entrance road, and parking lot.
Motion by Hamilton/Breu to adopt Resolution 17-5-5.  Motion by Winch/Ashbeck to refer back to committee in order to provide and gather additional information regarding this project and allowing for a Special Order of Business at the next county board meeting.  Discussion ensued.  Motion to refer back to committee carried.  Voting no were LaFontaine, Breu, Zurfluh, Hamilton, Leichtnam. 
Committee minutes presented:  Aging and Disability Resource Center of Central Wisconsin, Central Wisconsin State Fair Commission, McMillan Memorial Library, SCLS Board of Trustees, Wood County Library Board, University Commission.  Chairman Pliml asks Supervisor Machon for an update on the STEM building project.  Machon imparted that the roof is on, floors are poured and they are starting to work on the inside.  There is a meeting on Thursday with a tour starting at 5:15 p.m. and everyone is invited. 
Supervisor Clendenning reminded people of the Choose To Reuse event this Saturday at the Town of Grand Rapids town garage. 

Motion to adjourn by Hamilton/Fischer at 11:45 p.m.  Next scheduled county board meeting is June 20, 2017.
