PERMITS REQUIRED!

e Before camping storage is allowed, the individual must contact the
Parks & Forestry office during normal business hours (M-F, 8am-
4pm) at 715-421-8422. Payment will be taken by credit card over the
phone or in person with cash/check/card in main office.

FEES ($10 reservation fee waived)
e OFF-SITE - $15/week (No partial week or monthly rates)
e ON-SITE - $300/month. Camping unit may remain On-site entire time.
This storage rate is for weekend occupancy only (4 weekends — totaling 8 nights).
Additional occupancy must pay normal nightly fee by contacting the Parks and Forestry
office. During unoccupied days, the owner is expected to shut down all electronic devices (unplugging the

electrical cord is recommended). Electrical use is not included in the storage rate! Wood
County reserves the right to disconnect electricity if policy is not adhered to.

OCCUPIED NIGHTS “HOW TO”

o Off-site storage & moving camper to a site, you must go online to our reservation

system and make a reservation for those occupied nights.
Self-registration is NO LONGER available.

e On-site monthly storage and occupying nights other than
weekends, please call the office during normal business hours 8am-
4pm, M-F in order to pay for your additional occupied nights

during the week.
